maintenance and adoption. The A.L.R.C. is
receiving help from the N.S.W. Law Founda-
tion.

B The Canberra Times (17 November
1977), whilst welcoming the new law based
on A.L.R.C.4 Alcohol, Drugs & Driving, com-
plained that “it cannot be repeated too often
that procrastination in updating the law is an
inexcusable affront to the people of the
A.C.T.”. It instances mental health reform
and “the drastic updating of the Child Wel-
fare Ordinance” as cases requiring attention.
The A.L.R.C. Commissioners are to meet in
Canberra with the Law Society in February
1978.

In the last issue of Reform we carried
the story of the Royal Commission by Mr.
Justice Woodward in N.S.W. on Drug Traffick-
ing. Since then a further Royal Commission
has been established in Victoria, Queensland,
W.A. and Tasmania with a broad reference
on drug use and misuse in Australia. The
Royal Commissioner is Mr. Justice Edward
Williams, a judge of the Supreme Court of
Queensland. In addition to the State Com-
missions, Williams J. holds a Royal Com-
mission from the Commonwealth. A sign of
the times is the use of a computer to index and
cross-reference the transcript.

The first woman to be appointed a Pros-
ecutor for the Crown in New South Wales is
Miss Jane Matthews, a Barrister of Sydney.
Miss Matthews was Counsel assisting the
Royal Commission into Human Relationships
under Justice Elizabeth Evatt. In private life
she is the wife of Mr. Justice Wootten, Chair-
man of the NS W.LR.C.

The Aboriginal Customary Laws refer-
ence is moving ahead slowly. Commissioners
have attended discussions in Canberra with
the Institute of Aboriginal Studies and semin-
ars have been conducted in Sydney, Canberra
and Perth. A major seminar in Sydney was
arranged by the N.S.W. Institute of Tech-
nology and its new Faculty of Law. Organiser
was Mr. Nick O’Neill, formerly Secretary of
the P.N.G.L.R.C.

An interesting analysis of judges and
their education and social class is to be found
in a Fontana paperback The Politics of the
Judiciary by J. A. G. Griffiths. A summary
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appeared in the New Statesman of 21 Octo-
ber 1977. Despite changes in the general
population, the statistics show little change in
the social and educational background of
judges in England over nearly two centuries.

B The A.L.R.C. has had discussions with
a number of bodies concerning its future pro-
gramme. Under the Law Reform Commission
Act the Commission has power to suggest
matters suitable for reference. Consultation
concerning a reference on Admiralty laws has
been had in Melbourne with the Maritime
Law Association. Readers of Reform with
suggestions for future tasks for the Common-
wealth’s Commission in Australia should write
to the A.L.R.C. with their suggestions.
