Entries are ar- 
anged by author, and there are very full 
uthor, title and subject indexes. There are 
requent brief snatches from published re­
news of the works described, although Clarie, 
or reasons of space, does not include cita- 
ions. Users should note the compiler’s state­
ment on what he attempts to cover and what 
le has deliberately excluded, perhaps won- 
iering why acupuncture is included and hyp- 
losis not, or why flying saucers appear and 
ife on other planets doesn’t get a guernsey. 
Jut at least Clarie does tell you what to 
xpect.
I would recommend Thomas C. Clarie’s Oc- 

ult/paranormal bibliography to ‘all libraries 
nd researchers even remotely connected to 
his field’ (to borrow the compiler’s summing 
p of his first volume). It was published in 
984 by Scarecrow Press and is priced at 
JS$35.00.

The Australian Nevill Drury, now well-known 
for his writings and television programmes on 
the occult, is the author of a new dictionary 
on the subject. Published by Harper and Row 
earlier this year, his Dictionary of mysticism 
and the occult presents concise and informa­
tive definitions and explanations on every­
thing from abominable snowmen to zombies. 
It is fascinating to dip into, and a useful com­
panion for the reader and writer. My copy will 
sit, if I can make room for it, next to Brewer. 
It’s likely to be well-thumbed. Nevill Drury’s 
Dictionary of mysticism and the occult, pub­
lished by Harper and Row, is available locally 
for about $18.95.

Morris Miller revisited
E. Morris Miller’s unusual and varied career, 
as ‘librarian, political activist and lecturer, lib­
rary association organiser, writer, psycholo­
gist, philosopher, bibliographer, university 
lecturer, professor and administrator, public 
teacher and public citizen’ — the list goes on 
— has enough meat in it for many a re­
searcher to sink his or her teeth into.

Derek Drinkwater more than nibbled Miller 
for his M.A. thesis at Monash in 1983, and is 
obviously still fascinated with the subject. In 
the April 1985 issue of La Trobe Library jour­
nal there appears a very substantial body of 
information on Miller, from his own pen, with 
extensive annotations by Drinkwater. Miller’s 
‘Some Public Library memories’ deals with the 
years 1900 to 1913, when he was a Junior Lib­
rary Assistant in the Public Library of Victoria 
and much more — how much more you can 
read for yourself in this splendid and pre­
viously unpublished work.
