The Parliament of Victoria enacts as follows:

1. Purpose

The purpose of this Act is to make minor
amendments to the Financial Institutions (Victoria)

2. Commencement

(1) Section 1 and this section come into operation on the
10 day on which this Act receives the Royal Assent.

Financial Institutions (Victoria) (Amendment)

(2) The remaining provisions of this Act come into
operation on a day to be proclaimed.

3. Principal Act

In this Act, the Financial Institutions (Victoria) Act
1992 is called the Principal Act.

4. Amendment of section 8

In section 8 of the Principal Act—
(a) in sub-section (1)—
(i) omit “, unless that Act is amended to the

effect of sub-section (2), as if varied in
accordance with that sub-section and”; and

(if) for “(3), (4) and (5)” substitute “(3) and

b

(b) sub-sections (2), (5) and (6) are repealed.

5. Amendment of section 25
In section 25 (3) (a) (ii) of the Principal Act, for “or
given to” substitute “, created by or otherwise held
by”. .

6. Amendment of section 62

In section 62 of the Principal Act, after “138” insert
“or 433”.

7. Repeal of section 63
Section 63 of the Principal Act is repealed.
